breakdown of the engineelated systems. If an incorrect fuel should accidentally be added,
drain all fuel from the system. Failure to observe this precaution can result in a fire or
permanentdamagewhen theengineis started.

Using diesel fuel other than exttaw-sulfur diesel fuel or lovsulfur diesel fuel in a model
conforming to Euro IV emission standards, or using diesel fuel other thanlewtsulfur

diesel fuel in a model conforming to Euro V or Euro VI emission standards could prevent the
vehiclefrom complyingwith local legatequirements.

Open thefuel tankfiller capslowly.If youopen it quickly, fueinay spurtout.

Paraffinic fuels to be used (including hydrogesated vegetable oils (HVO) fuels) must

meet the ASTM D975 standard together with the DIN EN15940 standard.

If a biodiesel fuel mixture is to be used, the rate of biodiesel can be 20% at most.

Fuel other than the aboveentioned fuels should not be used without consulting the
relevant authorized service.

Drive at a constant speed as much as possible. When accelerating, increase your speed gently and
slowly, and upshift early. Warming up the engine for longer than necessary and revving the engine
are a waste of fuel. Driving with the vehicle overloaded is also a waste of fuel. Frequently check the
tire pressuresandmakesure they arealwayscorrect.

Proper care and operation will not only extend the service life of your vehicle but also improve oil
andfuel economy.

OPERATIONFNEWVEHICLE

The subsequent performance and the service life of your vehicle are under the direct influence of the
care and treatment that your vehicle will receive during the initial braeriod. It is therefore

always recommended that during the initial 1,000 km (600 miles) biregkeriod, the following few
simpleprecautions arearefullyobserved.

1. Itisrecommendedhat the enginespeedisrestricted.
2. Avoidengine racingabruptstartingandneedlesshard stopsby poppingthe clutch.
3. Alwayslet the engineidle untilit becomeghoroughlywarmedup.

CHECKRAROUNDOD HEVEHICLBEFORETARTINGHEENGINE

Before pulling away, perform a thorough safety check, making sure there are no children or
obstructionsaroundthe vehicle.

WARNING

1 Before starting the engine, make sure there is no flammable material under or around the
vehicle. The presence of any such material could lead to a fire. If there is any wood within 50
cm (approximately 20 in) from the vehicle's heat source, it would represent a severe hazard
asthe wood coulddeform or discolorfrom the heator it couldcatchfire.

BECAREFUABOUTEXHAUSEMISSIONS

WARNING

1 Exhaust emissions contain carbon monoxide, which is colorless, odorless and poisonous. If
youinhaleexhaustemissionsyoumay suffer carbomonoxidepoisoning.

1 Do not keep the engine running for any length of time in a place that is poorly ventilated. It is
particularlydangeroudo run the enginein a garage oother indoor placethat couldeasily
fill with exhaustgases becausgou couldsuffercarbonmonoxidepoisoning.

1 Inspect the exhaust pipe from time to time. If you notice any defect (for example, a damaged
joint, or a hole or crack caused by corrosion), have checks and maintenance performed by
the nearest Isuzu Dealer. Continuing to use the vehicle without having the defect repaired
would be dangerous because exhaust gases could get into the cab and cause carbon
monoxidepoisoning.

91 If exhaust gases get into the cab, completely open all of the windows and place the
inside/outside air selector of the heater or air conditioner to outside air. Promptly have
checks and maintenance performed by the nearest Isuzu Dealer. Continuing to use the
vehicle without having the defect repaired would be dangerous because exhaust gases could
getinto the caband causecarbonmonoxidepoisoning.

1 Before using a vehicle that has not been driven for a long period, check the engine,
transmission and transfer case for oil leakage, and make sure the oil is at the required levels.
If there is insufficient oil, it will not adequately reach and lubricate components, and a
breakdown willresult.

The engine is sufficiently warmed up when the needle of the engine coolant temperature gauge
startsto move.

ADVICE

1 Do not rev the engine or quickly accelerate before the engine has sufficiently warmed up (in
other words, when the engine is cold). Oil would not have adequately reached and lubricated
components, s@ breakdown wouldesult.

1 The exhaust pipe becomes extremely hot while the engine is idling. Before warming up the
engine, make sure there is no flammable material (for example, grass, waste paper, oil or old
tires) near theexhaustpipe.

1 Running the engine in a poorly ventilated place can lead to carbon monoxide poisoning. Start
and warm up the engine only in places that have good ventilation. Also, on diesel particulate
defuser (DPD) equipped models, do not perform manual DPD regeneration indoors.
Combustiorof particulatematter (PM)during DPDregenerationproduces whitesmoke.

DONOTFORGETORELEASEHEPARKIN@BRAKE

CAUTION

1 Pulling awayvith the parkingbrake stillengaged can result iorakefailure or afire.

ADVICE

1 The parking brake lever can be collapsed by pulling the latch (if equipped) when the parking
brake issngaged.

1 Pullingawaywith the parkingbrakestill appliedcandamagethe brakesystem.

9 The red sticker under the latch (if equipped) on the parking brake lever should not be visible.
Before pulling away, make sure the parking brake is not engaged by checking that the
parkingbrakewarninglight isoff.

NEVERSTORENGINEVHILEDRIVING

WARNING

1 Do not move the starter switch away from the "ON"
position while the vehicle is being driven. If the engine stops
while the vehicle is moving, the brakes would not work
properly, and the steering wheel and clutch pedal would
become extremely stiff and hard to operate. The engine
couldalsobe damaged.

1 Stopping the engine while driving would be extremely
dangerous because the power steering would stop working, making the steering wheel
extremely hardo turn.

9 Stopping the engine while driving would be extremely dangerous because the warning lights,
indicatorlightsand other electricakircuitry wouldcompletelystopworking.

1 Placing the starter switch in the "LOCK" position while driving would be extremely dangerous
because the key could come out, causing the steering wheel to lock so that you could not
turn it.

When driving down a long slope, use engine brake and the auxiliary brake together with the foot
brakes. Using the auxiliary brake and igear engine brake reduces the work load on the foot brakes
and yields greater braking force. Even so, use the foot brakes appropriately to prevent the engine
over-rewving.

In models with Smoother, select the manual mode and downshift to the lower gear to use the engine
brake.

CAUTION

1 Frequent use of the foot brakes can cause vapor lock and brake fade, resulting in reduced
brake effectiveness. Even so, you should be very careful when using engine braking in a low
gearbecauséhe engineislikelyto overrev.

1 Donot adjust the exhaudbrakevalve.

NOTE

1 Engine brake is the braking effect that occurs when you release the accelerator pedal while
driving.The lower thegear, thestrongerthe enginebrake.

1 The exhaust brake is a system that closes the exhaust pipe and uses the force of the exhaust
emissiongo enhancethe effectivenesof enginebrake.

9 If the brakes overheat due to frequent use, the heat can cause the brake fluid to boil so that
air bubbles are created in the brake fluid. Pressing the brake pedal simply compresses the air
bubbles; pressure is not transmitted to the wheel cylinders, so the brakes' effectiveness
sharplydeteriorates.This phenomenois calledvaporlock.

1 Frequent use of the brakes can cause the brakes to overheat so that the frictional force of
the brake linings decreases and the brakes become less effective than normal. This
phenomenoniscalled brakdade.

1 An engine overrun is an engispeed increase that causes the tachometer needle to enter
the redzone.

SIDEWINDS

ADVICE

1 If the vehicle catches a sidewind and drifts sideways, firmly grip the steering wheel,
decelerate to a speed that allows you to stay completely in control and make a directional
correction. Thevehiclemay catch strongidewinds irthe followingsituations:

- emerging fromatunnel; drivingoverabridge,drivingon anembankment
- beingovertakenby a largetruck or bus
- overtakingalargetruck or bus

WARNING

1 If you feel any abnormality in a tire while driving, immediately stop in a safe place. If you
continue to drive on a flat tire, undue force would be applied to the wheel bolts, possibly
causinghe boltsto breakandthe wheelto comeoff.

ADVICE

9 If a blowout or flat tire occurs while you are driving, calmly grip the steering wheel and
gradually apply the brakes to decelerate. (Hard braking would be dangerous because it could
cause the steering wheel to be pulled to one side.) Stop the vehicle in a safe place, and
changethe tire.

ADVICE

9 If the underside of the vehicle receives a hard bump, stop in a safe place where the vehicle
will not obstruct traffic and check for brake fluid leakage (hydraulic brake models), air
leakage (fukair brake models), fuel leakage and component damage. If any part of the
vehicle is damaged or broken, promptly have the vehicle inspected and repaired by the
nearest IsuzDealer.

ADVICE

1 Choose a flat place where stopping and parking are permitted and where the vehicle will not
obstructtraffic. Firmlyapply theparkingbrakeandmakesurethe vehicle doesotmove.

1 Remove all dirt from the vehicle's light lenses and reflectors to ensure that the vehicle can be
seenfrom other vehicles.

APPLYIN@HEPARKINGBRAKE

ADVICE

1 Exceptin an emergency, do not apply the parking brake until the vehicle has come to a
complete stop. Applying the parking brake before the vehicle has stopped can cause the tires
to lockor the vehicleto spin,possiblycausinganaccident.

PARKINGAFELONA SLOPE

CAUTION

1 Avoid parking your vehicle on a slope as much as possible and choose a level and flat place. If
it is unavoidable to park your vehicle on a slope, be sure to set the parking brake fully, make
surethat the vehicledoesnot move,andblockthe wheelswith chocks folraddedsafety.
Also,leavethe vehicle ingearto further ensurethat it will notmove.

1 Leave the steering wheel turned such that the vehicle will be stopped by an obstruction (for
example the curb) inthe unlikelyeventthat it moves.

STOPPINGNDPARKINGVITHTHEENGINERUNNING

WARNING

1 When stopping and parking with the engine running: If your vehicle is equipped with a
manual transmission, be sure to place the gearshift lever in the "N" position to select neutral.
With a Smoother vehicle, make sure the shift indicator is showing "N" (Smoother models
without P-range) or "P" (Smoother models withr&nge). Then, firmly apply the parking
brake. Unless you take these steps, any unintended pressure on the accelerator pedal could
causeanaccident.

CAUTION

1 On diesel particulate defuser (DPD) equipped models, the DPD may automatically start
regeneration when the vehicle is stopped and parked with the engine running. To prevent a
fire, make sure there is no flammable material near the muffler, DPD, urea selective catalytic
reduction(SCR3ystem,and exhaustpipe.Be carefuhot to getburned byhot exhausgases.

ﬁ If the vehicle is to be parked for a long time (more than 1 days), turn off the main switch.

CAUTION

1 When the engine is not running, the power steering system does not work so the steering
wheel is hard to turn. Also, the brake booster does not work so there is little braking ability.
If you coast down a slope without the engine running, you would not be able to properly
control the vehicle ancdcouldhave amaccident.

CAUTION

1 Before opening a door, check the area around the vehicle by looking forward, rearward and
to the sides. If you suddenly open a door without checking the surrounding area, the door
couldbe hitby avehicle behind/ouor apedestrian.

1 When leaving the vehicle, be sure to apply the parking brake, stop the engine and lock the
doors.Donot leavevaluablesvhere theycan beseenfrom outside thevehicle.

Although the DPD filter automatically undergoes regeneration (burning of the accumulated
PM) when a certain amount of PM has accumulated, driving conditions can prevent
completion of regeneration. In a model without multiinformation display (MID), the DPD
manual regeneration indicator light will flash at this time. In a model with MID, the "PUSH
DPD SWITCH" indicator (amber) will flash. Perform manual regeneration in accordance with
the proper procedureThisisto restoreDPDfunctionandisnormal.

If the vehicle is left in gear during regeneration, the regeneration time could be extended,
possibly having an effect on fuel consumption. Leave the transmission in neutral when idling
the vehiclefor extended period®ftime.

If the vehicle is stationary with the engine idling during DPD regeneration, the exhaust brake
or exhaust throttle operates. Operating sounds will be heard when the exhaust brake or
exhaust throttle isactivatedor deactivated Thesounds danot indicate afault.

Combustion of PM during DPD regeneration can cause white smoke to be briefly emitted
from the exhaust pipe. The white smoke does not indicate a fault. Do not perform manual
regenerationin any poorlyventilated indoormlace.

When a new vehicle has been driven a certain distance, it can emit white smoke during DPD
regeneration. The white smoke does not indicate a fault. The vehicle may not emit white
smokeduringits initial operationwhennew.

Owing to the exhaust emission reduction function, the exhaust gases emitted by the exhaust
pipe smelldifferent from thoseemitted by the exhaustpipesof earlierdieselvehicles.

The exhaust brake may automatically be activated in order to prevent emission of white
smokeif the engineidlescontinuously ovean extended periodftime.

A long continuous idling can cause white smoke to be briefly emitted from the exhaust pipe.
Thewhite smokedoes notindicate afault.

The DPD may start operating and the engine speed may increase after a long continuous
idlingor drivingwith low speed.
